Douglas Brinkley will present an author talk in Perrysburg on Thursday, De-
cember 7. Author of “The Great Deluge,” recent bestselling account of the af-
termath of Hurricane Katrina, Dr. Brinkley is currently director of the Theodore 
Roosevelt Center for American Civilization and Professor of History at Tulane 
University. This event cosponsored by Historic Perrysburg, Inc., and the Per-
rysburg Schools will serve as the culmination of a series of special activities 
marking the 125th anniversary of the library.    
 
Dr. Brinkley is a 1978 graduate of Perrysburg High School. More information on 
this major event will be forthcoming. In the meantime, patrons may wish to 
check out one or more of Dr. Brinkley’s works in our collection or that of other 
libraries in our SEO network.

Mr. Lieder has a bachelor’s degree in chemical engineering from the University of 
Cincinnati and a master’s degree in engineering administration from Case Western.
