Book Page Banners

Supplies
12 book pages
7 squares of Fall OR Halloween paper
Banner cardboard pattern
Cauldron, pumpkin & witch’s hat cardboard
patterns for Halloween banner
OR Maple leaf, acorn & poplar leaf cardboard
patterns for Fall banner
“FALL” OR “BOOQ!” paper letters
6 feet of twine
All items above are included in the kit.

Other items needed
Pencil
Scissors
Glue stick or double-sided tape
Hole punch

Step 1
Place cardboard banner template on book pages and trace with a pencil. Repeat for all

book pages. Cut on traced line.
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Step 2

Trace and cut out the shapes with the assorted paper squares, using the backside of the
paper to trace.

Step 3

Attach the cut out maple leaves, acorns, and poplar leaves OR cauldrons, pumpkins,

and witches’ hats and each letter in the words “FALL” OR “BOO!” to a book page banner
with a glue stick or double-sided tape.
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Step 4

Punch or create holes at top corners of each banner about 1/4 inch from top and side.

Arrange banner pages in the order you want. String the twine into the holes on each
piece to string the entire banner together.
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
