As in the past, persons seeking this free service
should telephone the library, 419-874-3135 and press
“2”, for an appointment. Taxpayers will be asked to
fill in an information sheet when they arrive for
their appointment. You are asked to bring your so-
cial security card and, if new to the site, photo iden-
tification, as well as copies of 2006 tax returns and
all W-2s, 1099s and any other income forms and rec-
ords of deductible expenditures (medical, taxes, in-
terest, contributions, etc.) if you itemize deductions.
