Miller and Peake to present final results of BGSU media bias study

In 2009 Dr. Melissa Miller and Dr. ¥
Jeffrey Peake of Bowling Green State
University presented to a library audi-
ence the preliminary results of their
ambitious study of media bias in the
2008 Presidential Election. They will
return on Tuesday, May 18, at 7 p.m.
to give the full results of their re-
search study which examined and con-
tent coded more than 2,000 newspaper
articles and editorials.

In a presentation “In the Tank for

Obama? Press Bias and the 2008 Presi-
dential Election,” Drs. Miller and Peake
will address the accusations of pundits,

political operatives and media analysts that the media
covered Barack Obama more favorably than John
McCain during the 2008 Election. Surveys suggest
that the public also perceived a pro-Obama bias.

Miller and Peake scrutinized press bias in various
ways, beginning with the amount and tone of coverage
afforded each candidate. Employing Max Weber’s the-
ory of charismatic authority as well as theories of mas-
culinity, the researchers analyzed the traits used to
characterize each candidate. Factoring in frontrunner,
editorial bias and market responsiveness theories, hy-
potheses about media bias were reached and tested.

Get ready for 2012! Implications for the next presiden-
tial election will be discussed.

Way 6th in nation in latest ranking

In the 10th edition (2010) of the Hennen American
Public Library Ratings, Way Library once again was
named to the top 10 in the nation in its population
category. Among U.S. libraries serving 10,000-25,000
people, Way was ranked sixth out of 1,764, moving up
from 10th in the 2009 edition of the rankings.

In all, the Hennen system ranks more than 9,000 li-
braries in 15 areas using federal data. Thomas J. Hen-
nen, Jr. developed the rating system 10 years ago, and
1t has become widely recognized as a method to com-
Jare public libraries across the nation.

Woay trustees attend state council event

Library Director Nancy Kelley and trustees Mary
Thom Williams, Rose Marie Gerkovich and Matt Sko-
tynsky recently attended the 2010 Ohio Library Coun-
cil (OLC) trustee dinner in Bowling Green.

Participants agreed that one of the most interesting
aspects of the event was the presentation of results
from a statewide poll on the public perception of public
libraries. Conducted by the OLC, this survey of more
than 800 registered voters across the state found that
most respondents feel that public libraries should fall
in the middle in importance for state tax funding prior-
ity—below state roads and public schools but above
state colleges and state parks. 86% of respondents said
they or a household member had gone to a public li-
brary in the past year. 88% rated the quality of their
library excellent or good. 86% felt that libraries “are a
good value compared to other public services.”
