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Topical Tuesdays: Phineas Anderson on nuclear terrorism Nov. 14

Phineas Anderson, recently retired head of Maumee Valley Country Day, will speak as part e
of the Topical Tuesdays discussion series on Tuesday, November 14, at 7 p.m. His topic is
“Nuclear Terrorism: the Threat, Our Vulnerability, and How to Stop It.”

Along with 41 years in public and private education, Mr. Anderson has served as director of
fire policy, research and development at FEMA in Washington, D.C., focusing on organized
crime related to arson matters. Mr. Anderson has written 15 Saturday essays for The Blade.
He is president of the Rotary Club of Toledo. While traveling to 100 countries, Mr. Anderson
has made first ascents in the Andes and participated in national track and field competitions.

Mr. Anderson has studied issues related to nuclear weapons for more than 20 years. In his talk on November
14 he will touch upon Weapons of Mass Destruction but focus on the possibility that a nuclear bomb could be
set off by stateless terrorists within the next seven years. He will address preventative measures to be taken.
